Region Västra Götaland is a politically and democratically controlled, publicly funded organisation that operates at the regional level in Västra Götaland, Sweden. 

Region Västra Götaland has two main assignments. The first, and the most extensive, is to offer the citizens of Västra Götaland good health care and medical treatment and work to ensure good health for the whole population. Among other things, Region Västra Götaland is responsible for hospitals and healthcare centres. Of the regional organisation’s almost 51,000 employees, approximately 90% work in healthcare.
The second main assignment is to promote Västra Götaland’s growth and development in collaboration with people, companies, organisations, municipalities, universities and other institutions of higher education, government bodes, etc. The task comprises, among much else, monitoring and analysing trends and creating good preconditions for the development of trade and industry, infrastructure, competence supply, cultural activities and for an effective, strategic environmental effort.

Region Västra Götaland is controlled by politicians who are directly elected every four years. The highest responsible officer is the Chief Executive, who has the ultimate responsibility for shaping and developing Region Västra Götaland’s activities on the basis of politically determined objectives, intentions and frameworks.
